General Instructions
for creating and submitting
a virtual-choir video

OVERVIEW:

In essence, making a virtual choir video boils down to two things: 1.) you listen to the accompaniment
track on one device (through headphones or ear buds), and 2.) you video yourself singing along on
another device.

Then you'll upload your video to the cloud, where we will assemble the audio and video of everyone
together into one gi-normous virtual choir!

EQUIPMENT NEEDED:

1.) a listening device (phone or laptop) + headphones or ear buds

2.) a video-recording device.

NOTE: the listening device and the video recording device can not be the same device. A typical phone
will not allow you to listen to an audio source AND record a video at the same time, so you'll need two
devices.

The video you will be submitting must have ONLY YOU SINGING as audio, not the accompaniment track!
This is why you should listen to the track via headphones/ear buds, and NOT speakers.

DETAILED INSTRUCTIONS:

1.) You will listen to the accompaniment tracks on your listening device though headphones or ear
buds. (See links on this page for mp3.) Your listening device might be a laptop, or a separate phone---
anything with a browser and audio.

Note: some people find it helpful to only have one headphone on one ear, so you can also hear yourself.
Adjust for a volume that works for you, so you can hear both yourself and the track. The headphones
isolate the accompaniment music so that the audio on your video is just you singing.

2.) You will be video-ing yourself on your video-recording device. You can use a phone for this. If you do
a "selfie" video, try not to move the phone around too much. Propping phone on a stand of some sort is
probably better than holding it. Get your phone ready to record but don't start videoing yet.

3.) When ready start mp3 FIRST on listening device. (Click appropriate MP3 link on this page.)

4.) Follow any INSTRUCTIONS you hear at the beginning of the mp3. It will tell you if you need to CLAP
along at the beginning of the video (to "slate" your video for syncing up) and when to begin singing
along.

5.) When the music starts, just follow the score and sing along. Follow any custom markings that have
been added to the score. Remember to SING WELL! SMILE! HAVE FUN!

NOTE: If you get lost or make some egregious mistake, you can always stop and begin again from the
beginning! No worries!

6.) Stop videoing ONLY after the music has completely stopped, or when instructed to do so on the
mp3.



SUBMITTING YOUR VIDEO:

Some find this step a bit difficult, because video files can be large, hard to find, and take a LONG time to
upload. There should be a link on the project page for an upload site, which probably will be dropbox.
Basically you can drag-n-drop the video file to this page and it will upload by itself. It may take several
minutes!

IF YOUR VIDEO IS ON A COMPUTER, just navigate to the video file and drag to the upload site.

IF YOUR VIDEO IS ON A PHONE, you can 1.) upload it directly from your phone, or 2.) use a USB cable to
transfer the video file to your PC/Mac and upload from there.

IF THE VIDEO FILE IS TOO LARGE TO UPLOAD, there is a free program | use called "Handbrake" that will

dramatically reduce the size of the video. This step is for the brave hearts! But, if reducing the size of a
video file by 5 times is of interest, you might find Handbrake a useful tool.
